• Only to be used for applications for which the expiry date for a response from Creeting St. 

Peter Parish Council is before the next scheduled meeting of the Council. 

• Only to be used for applications where an extension to permit discussion at the next 

scheduled Council meeting has been requested and refused.  

• A record of all decisions taken by the Parish Clerk regarding planning applications using 

delegated authority will be reported to the next scheduled meeting of the Parish Council and 

recorded in the minutes of that meeting.
